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THE ENGLISH DEPARTMENT
There are four experienced English specialists working within the Department. This is a team of dedicated and enthusiastic professionals who are keen to develop academic rigor and creativity in the school. The department is one of the most successful in the school, marked by strong public examination results and driven by teamwork.

Each teacher has their own well-equipped classroom. The Department has established Schemes of Work and a collaborative ethos, although teachers have the freedom to select their own teaching texts and develop their own Schemes of Work within a creative environment.

Independent learning and fostering a love of literature is at the heart of what we do, and, as such, we have offer impressive array of extra-curricular activities. Book clubs, creative writing groups and debating teams are all offered within the school. We are also extremely fortunate to have several excellent theatres on our doorstep which enable us to offer frequent theatre trips locally, and we also organise regular visits to the RSC in Stratford, the Globe Theatre in London, as well as other London theatres. We also try and widen the cultural experiences of the students through attending readings by authors, and lectures provided by university staff and chief examiners.

Students currently take the Eduqas GCSE English Language and English Literature examinations in Year 11, and AQA Specifications are taught for A Level Literature and A Level English Language. Uptake of English in Sixth Form is strong and results are consistently impressive.
